As you can see from the above photos, our construction crew made slow but steady progress on 
the front duplex while we were in the States.  The front building comes out to the sidewalk.  
Along the left-hand side of the property, the driveway passes under each of the two duplexes to 
access to the rear of the lot.  We would like to continue at the present rate, but your financial 
help is crucial.  As we’ve shared in last year’s newsletters, extra one-time support gifts will be 
necessary if we are to be able to finish the ministry site within the next twelve months.  Several 
churches have been responding, along with some individuals, and we are so very grateful.  We 
hope in 2008 to present to the government our project to receive abandoned children, providing 
them with a possibility of adoption and example of “family” in a Christian environment.  
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We mentioned this year of 2007 being a benchmark year for the church.  We have cause to give 
God much glory already this past month.   Ministries are gearing up with anticipation of growing 
together in the Lord, with an accent on reaching out to others in our area.  This year’s theme is 
“Body Life”, using Phil. 2:1-2 as our scripture.    

The natural result of a healthy organism/body is growth.  Attendance, slightly down ending 2006, 
has rebounded and is growing, as the Spirit brings in new people and families.  We as Christians 
and as Jesus’ church are responsible for working the fields—God is responsible for the harvest.
